Go to www.yprl.vic.gov.au , go to RESEARCH and click on ‘eBooks, Digital Collections and Online Resources’

2. This will take you to the EBOOKS, DIGITAL COLLECTIONS AND ONLINE RESOURCES page. Click on the ‘BOLINDA’ link.
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This will take you to the YPRL Bolinda start page where you can click on the green ‘Sign In’ button and sign in using your User ID (library card number) and your PIN number.

If this is the first time you have signed in to the YPRL Bolinda web site you will be prompted to complete your account details.
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You will need to provide your 
Library ID and your email address (so you can be notified when items are available for downloading, and when loan periods finish so you can delete items from your computer or MP3 device). You may also include a Display Name (or user name) if you wish.

You will need to tick the Terms & Conditions box to show that you have read and agree with Bolinda’s Terms & Conditions and Privacy Policy. 

Tick the Newsletters & more boxes if you wish to receive eNewsletters and email updates from Bolinda.
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Once you have completed all the details click on the ‘Submit’ button and you have set up your account. You will now be taken to the First Time Login page which will explain how to download an eAudiobook.
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Click the ‘Next’ button at the bottom of the page and you will be returned to the YPRL Bolinda Start page where you can search by Title, Author, Narrator or by All these terms on the right hand side of the page. Or if you click on the ‘eAudiobooks’ button on the left of the page you will be able to browse the collection of eAudiobooks by All books, books suitable for Adults, Young Adults or Children. You can also browse by Featured books, New releases, Top downloads, New to library and All releases. 
6. While you are browsing or searching for audiobooks you can
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on the preview button
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read a synopsis of the book by clicking on the title

· read about the author by clicking on the authors name

· read about the narrator by clicking on the narrator’s name.
7. If you wish to borrow a book click on the green[image: image20.png]Cancel




 ‘Borrow’ button and you will be taken to the Confirm Loan page. Click on the ‘Confirm Loan’ link. [image: image21.png]Open
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If you do not wish to download the book click on the red ‘Cancel’ button.

8. This will take you to the Downloads page where you may click the
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green ‘Download complete eAudiobook’ button to download the complete  eAudiobook
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green ‘Download first part of eAudiobook’ to download the first part of the eAudiobook and the remaining parts later from your My Account page

· grey ‘Continue Browsing’ button and download the eAudiobook later from your My Account page.

You will be sent an email confirming your loan with direct links to the following pages

9. When you download an eAudiobook you will have to save the file first.
In Internet Explorer you will see a file download box asking you to Open or Save the eAudiobook. Click ‘Save’.

Your downloaded eAudiobook folder will be located where you have set your internet browser to download  eg a downloads folder, the desktop etc.

10. To listen to your downloaded eAudiobook you will now need to unzip the file.

For PC users:                                                             
· locate the downloaded eAudiobook folder  
· right click the folder and select Extract All

· follow the prompts to finish unzipping.

For Macintosh users:

· locate your downloaded eAudiobook folder

· double click the folder to unzip.

It is recommended that Mac users use Safari for your internet browser as unzipping occurs automatically.

11. Now that you have unzipped the file it is ready to be enjoyed. Move the downloaded folder to the media manager on your computer. Enjoy your eAudiobook on your computer, transfer to your MP3 device or listen in your car.

For PC users:

iTunes

· open iTunes

· drag and drop the eAudiobook folder into Music

· listen or sync with your iPod or iPhone.
Windows Media Player
· open Windows Media Player

· drag and drop eAudiobook folder onto the main window

· listen or sync with your portable media device

It is recommended that Windows Media Player users do not drag and drop the eAudiobook folder into your music folder more than once as this will create duplicate copies.

Portable Media Device (without software)
· connect and open your portable media device

· drag and drop the eAudiobook folder into the device

For Macintosh users:

iTunes

· open iTunes

· drag and drop the eAudiobook folder into Music

· listen or sync with your iPod or iPhone.

Portable Media Device (without software)
· connect and open your portable media device

· drag and drop the eAudiobook folder into the device

12.  At the end of the loan period you will be sent an email asking you to delete the files from your computer and any media devices you have loaded the title(s) onto.
13. If the item you want to download is already out on loan it will have an ‘On Loan’ message with the date it becomes available for loan.

You may reserve the item by clicking on the Reserve button, which will take you to the Reserves Page.

14. The Reserves Page will tell you when the item will be available to download from your My Account page. Just click the green ‘Confirm Reserve’ button to confirm your reservation. You will receive a message and email confirming your reservation. If you change your mind about reserving the item just click the red ‘Cancel’ button.

15. When the eAudiobook you have reserved becomes available for download you will receive a reminder email with a direct download link. You can also download the title any time during the loan period from your My Account page.
A broadband internet connection is highly recommended for downloading ebooks and audio books.
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
